As hospice nurses, we devote ourselves to the patients and families under our car e. When we enter your home, we

work for you and learn with you. Y ou ar e the exper t on your loved one's needs; we strive to help you meet them. W e

work to r elieve pain, manage symptoms, addr ess your questions, and help you to know how to car e for your loved one

as their condition changes or stabilizes. As hospice nurses, we ar e her e to ser ve you thr ough this challenging time.

W e go with you; we travel the r oad of many unknowns with you ~ and that is hospice nursing.

Our youngest patients are newborns. Their parents are learning to care for

a baby while at the same time caring for their dying child. As you may imag -

ine, this is a most dif ficult and challenging time of love and strength. W e go

with them, allowing the learning and caring to occur simultaneously , of fering

suggestions on swaddling and feeding, along with giving medications for pain

or to relieve seizures. Other children are terminally ill, but still have fun

attending school or other events with their families. At that point we go into

the school, talk with the bus driver , the teacher , and the administration, to

assist with the continuation of education

for as long as the child is able.

Sometimes our patient is a teenager

who likes dif ferent TV shows or music

than what you might think a hospice patient likes. Again, we go with them and their

family . One young man wrote a story to be shared with his three little brothers after

his death. He wanted to help them know how to remember him after he died.

Another young man in his twenties used his special skills to write and create artis -

tic pieces on the computer as his legacy .

Most people who die leave some kind of special gift, be it our memories of them, pictures, stories or other connec -

tions only you within their inner circle may know . One of our roles is to assist patients and families to enjoy and savor

each other while they are together , and sometimes get into the subject of what will be after their loved one has died.

Imagine this scenario with a newborn baby , a young child, a teenager , a young adult, and on through the lifespan.

Sometimes people think of hospice in rela -

tionship to a particular disease or a certain aged

person. As you see, this is not always so.

Hospice is a kind of care for those of every age

and stage of life that may need it. Nursing is one

aspect of that care. I respect and celebrate the

integrity of my peers and the privilege of work -

ing with each of them everyday in this profession

called hospice nursing.
