» Is tired of continuing life prolonging treatments for the iliness.

* Is slowly losing weight without trying.

* Is unable to care for basic needs by themselves, such as
feeding, bathing, dressing, walking or going to the bathroom.

» Has been to the hospital over and over again in the last few months.
» Is spending most of the day in a bed or chair.

* Has fallen several times in the last few months.

« Has difficulty breathing even while resting.

Hospice is not for everyone, but the sooner a person elects hospice the
more they will benefit from hospice services.
