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When a patient is admitted to Angela Hospice's program, an
individualized plan of care is developed. The physician works with the
nursing staff to control ‘pain and manage symptoms, nurse aides help
provide personal care for the patient, and the rest of the hospice team
provides support as needed.

Where is care provided?

Most often hospice care is provided in the patient’s or a relative’s home,
through home visits and consuitations. When hospice home care
begins, Angela Hospice staff works with the patient’s family to teach
them how to provide day-to-day care for their loved one.

Angela Hospice also provides hospice care in hospitals. nursing homes,
nd assisted livings, as well as in the Angela Hospice Care Center.
